Flash Flood in North-Eastern Bangladesh

Three north-eastern districts of Bangladesh is in the grip of a flash flood for over a week now following incessant rains and onrush of water from across the neighboring Indian states. Breaches on embankments at different points along the three major rivers of Surma, Kushiara and Monu have inundated 40% of cropland with paddy almost ready for harvest. Overflowing rivers have inundated homesteads and roads snapping communication at several points. About 6 million people of these districts have been affected. Lack of proper maintenance of the existing embankments has been identified as the main  cause of  their failures to resist flood water.
