Five Northern Districts of Bangladesh Under Seasonal Flood

Torrential rains over past few days have caused severe flooding in five northern districts of Bangladesh rendering thousands of families homeless and damaging standing crops in vast areas including seasonal vegetables.

Newspaper reports confirmed three deaths from diarrhea. Over a hundred thousand people are marooned in different areas awaiting evacuation.  Many townships have gone under knee-deep water due to breaches in flood protection embankments. Highways at several points have gone under water disrupting normal road communication to the districts.

Some government   relief has been sanctioned for the affected areas. 
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
