
Pakistan (March / April)
Days of heavy rains 
brought by multiple 
storms triggered 
widespread flooding and 
massive landslides. Death 
toll: 133 in March, 127 in 
April.

USA (Texas) (May)
Torrential rains 
triggered rising of rivers 
and bank bursts. Death 
toll: 20.

USA (West Virginia) 
(June)
Record rainfall brought 
by multiple storms 
caused devastating 
flooding. Death toll: 23.

Fiji (Cyclone Winston) 
(February)
Fiji took a direct hit by  
Category 5 Cyclone 
Winston. Death toll: 44.

Southern China (June)
Severe rainfall, winds, 
hail, and lightning 
continued to affect 
southern regions. Death 
toll: 50.

South Central China (June)
Continuous rainfall led to 
flooding and landslide 
disasters in the areas along 
Yangtze River. Death toll: 
164.

East Africa (May)
Torrential rainfalls 
triggered massive floods 
and landslides in East 
African countries, 
especially Rwanda and 
Ethiopia. Death toll: 54 in 
Rwanda, 50 in Ethiopia.

Middle East (April)
Unusual heavy rains 
have poured down on 
the desert-dry countries, 
causing widespread 
flooding. Death toll: 18 in 
Saudi Arabia, 26 in 
Yemen, 2 in Oman, 7 in 
Iran, 38 in Afghanistan.

Sri Lanka, Bangladesh and India 
(Cyclone Roanu) (May)
After causing devastating flooding 
and mudslides in Sri Lanka, Cyclone 
Roanu slammed into Bangladesh. 
Death toll: 105 in Sri Lanka, 13 in 
India, 26 in Bangladesh.

Indonesia (June)
Sumatra and Central 
Java were hit by 
intensive downpours 
which led to deadly 
floods and landslides. 
Death toll: 64.

Pakistan (June)
Monsoon rains have 
caused floods and 
landslides across the 
country. Death toll:140.
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Myanmar (April)
Heavy rain and hail 
continued to affect 
various parts of 
Myanmar. Death toll: 24.

Europe (May)
Downpours by slow 
moving storms led to 
deadly floods and 
landslides in Europe. 
Death toll: 11 in Germany, 
5 in France, 3 in Belgium, 
2 in Romania.

Nepal (July)
Heavy and steady 
monsoon rains raised 
river levels and caused 
floods and landslides 
across Nepal. Death 
toll: 111.

USA (Louisiana) (August)
A storm system dumped 
extreme rainfall, elevated 
multiple rivers, and 
resulted in severe flooding. 
Death toll:13.

Taiwan & China 
(Typhoon Nepartak) 
(July)
Category 5 Super 
Typhoon Nepartak hit 
Taiwan and East China. 
Death toll: 3 in Taiwan, 
69 in China.

Sudan (July)
Continuous rainfall 
triggered widespread 
flooding and landslides 
in 13 provinces. River 
Nile overflowed at 
many locations. Death 
toll:100.

Bangladesh (July)
Monsoon rains caused 
flooding especially in 
north and central 
regions. Death toll:106.

North East China (July)
10 provinces/regions 
including Beijing and 
Tianjin were affected by 
heavy rain, landslides and 
flooding. Death toll: 164. Haiti, Dominican Republic, 

USA (North and South 
Carolinas, Georgia, Florida, 
Virginia), etc. (Hurricane 
Matthew) (September)

Matthew devastated Haiti 
as a Category 4 hurricane. 
United States were 
affected by severe river 
floods. 
Death toll: 546 in Haiti, 49 
in USA, 4 in Dominican 
Republic, 1 in Colombia,  1 
in St Vincent and the 
Grenadines.

North Korea (September)
Torrential rain brought by 
Typhoon Lionrock and 
another low pressure 
area caused the overflow 
of Tumen River and 
deadly floods in North 
Hamgyong province. 
Death toll: 138.

India (August)
Days of heavy rain 
increased levels of major 
rivers such as   the 
Ganges River. Severe 
flooding affected 5 
provinces. Death toll: 104.

Democratic Republic of 
the Congo (December)
Torrential rain caused 
Kalamu River  to overflow 
and  severe flood in the 
port city of Boma. Death 
toll: at least 50.

Vietnam
(October - December)
Deadly floods have struck 
Central and South-
Central Vietnam for 5 
times in two months. 
Death toll: 106.
